We hope you have managed to negotiate your way around studying and /or simply getting through the past Covid-infected and -affected year. 

Background to Heritage Inc
Heritage (Inc) was established by Dr O C Mazengarb CBE QC MA LLD and colleagues in 1942, with much of the financial assistance coming, at first, through Sir John Ilott’s endeavours as District Governor of Rotary. By invitation of the inaugural Patron, the Governor-General, His Excellency Cyril (later Lord) Newall GCB OM GCMG CBE AM, the first Dominion Conference of Heritage was held at Government House, Wellington on 19 July 1944. 
Many other benefactors followed Sir John’s lead, paying into the Trust fund, which subsequently received very generous donations from the JR McKenzie Trust, Auckland Savings Bank, Dominion Breweries Ltd, the T G McCarthy Trust, Mr Udy and the Wills Trust. 

Initially the aim was to assist children, first of all just sons, who had lost their fathers in the war. Then Prime Minister, Peter Fraser, requested that daughters also be added to the logo and as recipients of assistance, be it counselling or financial.

In 1952, Godfrey William Magnus, who was very keen that “special grants” be made to “young men and ladies for higher education in medicine, science and music”, contributed a ‘substantial amount’, the interest from which our current grants are largely made.

Thanks to some additional funding from the Edinburgh Tattoo, and investments made by the Public Trust, the brief has been widened and a few grants may be made for other purposes and out-of-time grants.  However these may be a lesser amount than those made at our regular allocation time and are not guaranteed to be successful.

Enclosed please find the application form for a grant for 2022 for children, grandchildren or, occasionally, great grandchildren of those who have served, or are serving, New Zealand in any of the armed forces. 

Applications may be made for:

· Education purposes 

· Support for any current apprentice scheme

· Qualifying people of any age in a training programme related to work
· Assistance in relation to some chronic health conditions

· Some short term courses
· Advancement in life

A copy will be forwarded automatically to all year 2021 grant recipients who are expected to be continuing their studies or require ongoing assistance in 2022. 
Be sure to supply the forms and information requested on time. Incomplete forms will not be considered. However, it is appreciated that not all course documentation may be available until later in the year. Submit these components as you receive them.
Applications Due
All applications should be returned to this office by 15 October 2021 (extended from the usual 30 September, with allowances for Covid-related delays), preferably in hard copy by mail or courier. While e-mailed applications will be accepted, in low resolution (no more than 1MB) , we do wish the funds to be used for grants, not lots of ink and stationery.
The Executive Committee will meet at the end of November to consider all applications received. Results will be communicated to applicants by mid-December.
